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Daybreak: Planned for People 

Kennecott Land Announces Name and Time Line for Development

Inspired by the way the day’s first light breaks over the horizon of the Wasatch Range, Kennecott Land has selected the name Daybreak for its South Jordan master-planned community.

Daybreak’s theme is Planned for People, reflecting the fact that this new community has been carefully planned to be a great place for people to live, work and play.  Under the timeline released today, housing construction is expected to begin in the second half of 2004.  

With almost 4,200 acres available to develop this new community, Kennecott Land and the City of South Jordan were able to think carefully and with foresight about what makes a community great:  where and how people will want to live, how much open space, what types of recreational options residents will enjoy, and where retail, business, and transportation hubs are best located. 

The project was known as Sunrise when it was conceived in 1994.   With South Jordan’s approval of a development agreement, funding from Kennecott Land’s parent company, Rio Tinto, and the hiring of a senior management team, the project has transitioned from vision and planning to implementation.  The sun is breaking on a new day, both for Kennecott Land and South Jordan, hence the name Daybreak: Planned for People.   

Peter McMahon, President of Kennecott Land, said Daybreak is part of 93,000 acres of property owned by Kennecott, all within a 25-mile radius of downtown Salt Lake City. Approximately 53 percent of the remaining developable land in the valley is owned by Kennecott, which is also one of the largest owners of water rights in the state.  

“Kennecott Land has a long term commitment to this community.  Kennecott has been here for almost 100 years, and we intend to be here a lot longer,” McMahon said.  “We are committed to being a showcase for sustainable development. In planning this community we have made important choices regarding water and energy conservation, use of open space, landscaping, transportation options, job creation, accessibility to public amenities, education and the development of community partnerships.”

Kennecott Land was established in April 2001 to focus exclusively on the opportunity to develop Kennecott Utah Copper Corporation’s significant non-mineral land and water rights. Both companies report directly to London-based parent company, Rio Tinto.
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
