Lt. Gov. Highlights Benefits of State’s Energy Conservation Campaign
(South Jordan, Utah) – Utahns can become more energy efficient this summer by participating in the state’s energy conservation program. Lieutenant Governor Gary Herbert kicks off the 2007 PowerForward electricity conservation campaign at 1 p.m. today inside a Rainey Homes Energy Star® home in Kennecott Land’s Daybreak community in South Jordan. The setting provides a unique opportunity to tour an Energy Star® home to see some of the changes that individuals can make to save energy.
“PowerForward saves energy, contributing to the Governor’s goal to increase energy efficiency by 20 percent by the year 2015,” said Herbert. “Conserving energy during the hot summer months will help us meet that goal and make us one of the most energy efficient states in the country.”

Now in its seventh season, PowerForward is a public-private partnership sponsored by the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and Utah's electric utilities. The mission of the PowerForward campaign is to promote an ethic of energy conservation and efficient use of electricity in Utah homes, businesses, and state-owned buildings.  

“PowerForward can make a difference,” said Dianne Nielson, executive director of DEQ. “In past years there has been a savings of nearly 100 megawatts of power, which equates to enough power for 50,000 homes, Nielson added. “That’s a big difference.”

The PowerForward campaign uses a color-coded system to alert citizens and businesses via news media, email and Web site announcements of times when extra conservation is needed.

Green indicates normal conservation practices, while yellow and red call for additional electricity conservation measures to help reduce electricity consumption peak times between noon and 8 p.m.
