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Kennecott Land presents School/Community Center plan

to Jordan School Board

Members of the Jordan School District School Board will see the design for a unique and innovative new elementary school/community center being built in South Jordan.

The school will be located at Daybreak, Kennecott Land’s master-planned community in South Jordan.  The school is being planned through a partnership between Jordan School District and Kennecott Land.

Jim Christopher of the architectural firm Braxen & Christopher will present design plans and costs to the Board at a school board study session on Tuesday, October 28 at 4:30 p.m.  

The new school is one of only a handful of joint-use schools in the United States. It is designed to provide community access for continuing education, club meetings, fitness, and indoor and outdoor recreation.  It is being planned to include features such as an early learning center for pre-K children, a swimming pool, a full-size gymnasium and flexible classrooms to accommodate collaborative and technology-based learning.  

Jordan School District passed a resolution in May of 2003 that allowed the continued public/private planning of the joint-use school at Daybreak, which is situated on 4,200 acres in South Jordan.

Distinguishing features of the development include walkable neighborhoods designed around active village centers, energy efficient homes, 30% of the land preserved as open space and a large recreational lake.  Construction of Daybreak housing will begin in early 2004.  School construction is scheduled for spring 2004.

Kennecott Land was established in April 2001 to manage land and water resources in ways that create enduring communities on the Salt Lake valley’s west bench.   Kennecott Land is working to strengthen and protect what matters most to the community:  strong and safe neighborhoods, quality education, a healthy and renewable environment and a vibrant local economy.
