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	S. Jordan studying school/rec center 

      Jordan District children living near Kennecott in South Jordan could someday attend classes in a school that doubles as a community and recreation center — one of only a handful of such projects in the nation.
      The Jordan Board of Education last week OK'd a resolution to continue discussions on developing the joint facility with Kennecott Land Co. Construction could start next year.
      "This school has great promise as a model for our school district, and we welcome the public-private partnership," Superintendent Barry Newbold said.
      The school/recreation center would be located in the new 4,200-acre, mixed-use "Daybreak" development and will be built with money from a voter-approved $281 million bond.
      It would cost the same as any other elementary school but include perks of shared-space areas, possibly a swimming pool and basketball court. And, it's cheaper than building both a school and community center at separate sites, Kennecott officials say.
